Recycling Lawn 

Care Equipment 

Spring has arrived and you have 
discovered that your lawn mow-
er or weed trimmer won’t start.  
Time to buy a new one but what 
do you do with the old one?  The Corral Farm recycling and 
waste collection facility accepts these items as scrap metal but 
residents need to do some preparations prior to bringing them 
in for recycling.  First and foremost is to drain any fluids includ-
ing gasoline, antifreeze and oil and toss away the cap.  Gaso-
line can be recycled at Corral Farm on HHW Days and oil and 

antifreeze can also be recycled 
there any day of the week.  Re-
move the battery and recycle it 
separately. There is no need to 
remove the tires from a lawn 
mower. There is no charge for 
recycling metal items.

Lightning Safety 

During a thunderstorm NO PLACE outside is safe and the collec-
tion sites are no exception!  The open areas and metal containers 
are not the safest choice for a thunder storm.  Environmental Ser-
vices want both our staff and residents to stay safe.  If you hear 
thunder, lightning is close enough to strike.  Consider bringing your 
trash and recycling after the storm passes.  If you hear thunder, 
immediately move to a safe shelter, either in a substantial building 
or metal topped vehicle with windows up.  Stay in a safe shelter for 
at least 30 minutes after you hear the last sound of thunder.
