The video, purportedly created as a joke, was circulated on various social media 
such as snapchat and caused concern for school safety. Auburn Middle School 
staff was made aware of the video this morning, Tuesday, November 19, 2019, 
and took immediate action.  The school is operating under normal conditions.  
 
The Fauquier County Sheriff’s Office and Fauquier County Public Schools continue 
to maintain a high level of vigilance and, as always, student safety is our top 
priority.
