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Ronald K. Moffett (Ronnie) was born on Sudley Farm, Marshall, Virginia, on July 8, 1939.  He attended Marshall High School where he was a standout athlete in football, basketball and baseball. After completion of high school in 1957, Ronnie served honorably in the U.S. Air Force from 1959 to 1962.  He was later employed by the U.S. Government at the Warrenton Training Center from 1965 to 2009.
 
Ronnie learned how to become a fastpitch softball pitcher while in the U.S. Air Force and developed that passion into becoming a local legend as a pitcher in the Northern Virginia Fastpitch Softball League.  During that time, he coached and played on numerous championship teams.

One former player recalled how Mr. Moffett impacted him.  “My memories started in the summer of 1976 as a player for Ronnie in the Northern Virginia Softball League.  I was only 16 at the time and our team was Cardinal Restaurant.  Our home field was at P.B. Smith Elementary School and began as basically a backstop and grass.  The field was essentially built by Ronnie and most of his team and friends with a lot of hard work including moving dirt to the field, grading, and installing dugouts and benches.   
I learned the value of team and community service that summer.  Years later I coached little league baseball on that field.   Many other softball and little league teams since have used that field. What great memories I had playing on that team and learning teamwork and contributing to the community. Ronnie coached and pitched on that team and is remembered as one of that era’s best pitchers.”

Mr. Moffett was tragically killed May 2019 in an accident while performing yard work at home.  At his father’s viewing, Michael Moffett recalled how many players were touched by Ronald’s selfless pursuits and many volunteer hours spent developing players.  “Many appreciative people played for and were mentored by my father” recalled Michael.  Many young women on the girls fastpitch softball team at Fauquier High School learned the fundamental skills of being a fastpitch pitcher through my father’s many hours as a volunteer coach.
