How to Prepare for Recycling:  
Clean and dry paper only 

 

Please remove any plastic and string ties. 
 
Please recycle other paper products such as corrugated cardboard, newspaper, phone books, hardback 

books, and paperback books separately.

Magazines and catalogs (includes glossy)  

Junk mail, including envelopes with clear windows 

Inserts 

White office paper (if shredded, please leave in plastic bags)  

Notebook paper, composition notebooks, spiral notebooks 

Sticky notes, adding machine tape, index cards, sales receipts, etc. 

Paperboard backing and packaging boxes (similar to cereal & shoe boxes), 
pizza boxes without excessive grease and/or cheese 

Shredded office paper should be bagged separately when added to mixed paper container.  This allows for 
easy identification and helps prevent litter. 

Staples are accepted, but please remove binder clips and the metal from three ring binders and recycle 
separately.

Some paper products are not collected for recycling because of its potential for contamination or 
low grade paper quality.  Please do not recycle the following paper products: 

Carbon paper, plastic bubble padded envelopes, etc. 

Candy wrappers, chip packaging, etc. 

Low grade and unrecyclable paper such as paper towels, paper cups and plates, 
toilet paper, etc. 

Why Recycle? 
One ton of 100% recycled paper saves 7,000 gallons of water, 4,100 kilowatts of energy, three cubic 
yards of landfill space and 17 trees. (Source – American Paper Institute) 
 
Fauquier County recycled approximately 800 tons (1.6 million pounds) of mixed paper in FY2016. 

Can food labels, paper shopping bags, etc. 

Paperboard rolls from toilet paper, paper towels, gift wrap, and paper 
egg cartons, etc.  

Colored paper, calendars, greeting cards, gift wrap, etc.
