Ms. Root called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

The February 5, 2014 meeting minutes were reviewed. Ms. Root made a motion to approve the
minutes. Ms. Gerhardt seconded the motion. The motion carried 5 — 0.

New Business

¢ Plan Preservation Month Activity (May 2014)

Ms. Wheatcraft revisited the idea of sponsoring a preservation movie night to include
the showing of possibly two films centered on the theme of historic preservation and
environmental conservation. The first entitled, The Greenest Building, is an hour-
long documentary that presents a compelling overview of the important role building
reuse plays in creating sustainable communities. The second film, Courthouse Girls
of Farmland, is a documentary about seven senior women who made a bold and
controversial statement to save a historic courthouse in a small town in Indiana.

She noted that the Vint Hill Theater is available on the evening of Thursday, May 15.
The ARB agreed on the date and place. Ms. Wheatcraft will forward a link regarding
the film The Greenest Building to the ARB members. Ms. Wheatcraft will also call



the Vint Hill Theater to reserve the venue for the selected date of Thursday, May 15,
2014.

Mr. LaMonica mentioned seeing a Civil War film on PBS that told the story of the war
in Virginia’s northern Piedmont that may be appropriate for public viewing.

The ARB also discussed the creation of a Preservation Month commemorative
booklist or library “rack card” that would include preservation source material. Ms.
Root noted that there is a display window at the Warrenton Library in which the
Board could possibly create a National Historic Preservation Month display. Ms.
Wheatcraft will contact the Warrenton Library to inquire about the use of the display
window.

The ARB discussed the possibility of serving light refreshments at the event.

Ms. Root brought forth the idea of serving popcorn and will price the rental of an
event-sized popcorn maker she has seen used within the community. Mr. Chris
Phillips volunteered to investigate the interest of a local scout troop that may want to
sell canned soft drinks at the event. The idea of serving/providing bottle water was
also brought forth.

Mr. Bob Lee made a suggestion that if the ARB decides to show the two films, the
order of the films may play a key role in community interest. ARB members
requested to preview the films, especially the Courthouse Girls film, at next month’s
meeting.

Ms. Root noted the need for a resolution to designate May as National Preservation
Month. Ms. Wheatcraft will present a draft resolution available at the April 2, 2014
meeting for review.

Ongoing Business

Comp Plan Chapter 2 Revision

Ms. Wheatcraft distributed draft documents pertaining to the revision of Chapter 2 of
the Comprehensive Plan. She asked the ARB for their input on the readability and
content of the document and asked that members read the documents thoroughly
and provide feedback, via email, by Wednesday, March 26, 2014. Ms. Wheatcraft
will collect ARB member’s responses for inclusion in the draft document.

Mr. Lee noted that on Page 3 of the document, under Policy 4, there was an action
that proposes establishing a historic overlay district that might come with some
controversy. Mr. Lee brought up the topic of the proposed Marshall Historic Overlay
District and inquired where it was in the drafting process. Ms. Wheatcraft stated that
the proposed ordinance was now being written/revised by zoning staff and she has
been tasked with writing the guidelines after the ordinance is adopted. Mr. Lee
asked Ms. Wheatcraft to set up a meeting with Supervisor Schwartz, via Renee, to
discuss this matter.



¢ Waterloo Bridge

The ARB was given an update regarding the Waterloo Bridge, which included
information provided by the County Administrator. The Piedmont Environmental
Council is working on establishing an online petition to gain support for the retention
of the bridge as a part of a transportation route. They intend to nominate the bridge
for Preservation Virginia’s 2014 Most Endangered List.

The ARB received a copy of a VDOT news release about a similar style truss bridge,
located in Loudoun County, which is currently being maintained by VDOT. Ms.
Wheatcraft was asked to inquire about this project.

e Documenting History
Ms. Root presented a PowerPoint slide show that she developed entitled Hedgeman-
Rappahannock Rural Historic District: Documenting the Historic Landscape from the
Waterloo to the Rapidan. The presentation was well received.

No general announcements were made.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
